“Zeki Demirkubuz - The Best Pose is Given in Solitude”
September 20 — October 18, 2025

Art On Istanbul is pleased to present Zeki Demirkubuz’s solo exhibition “The Best Pose is Given in
Solitude”, on view at its Piyalepasa venue from September 20 to October 18, 2025.

Zeki Demirkubuz (b. 1964, Isparta) graduated from the Faculty of Communication at Istanbul University. He
directed his first feature film, C Blok, in 1994. His subsequent films, Masumiyet (1997) and Uciincii Sayfa (1999),
both of which premiered at the Venice Film Festival, captured the attention of critics and audiences alike,
receiving national and international awards. The first two films of his Karanlk Hikayeler trilogy, Yazgi (2001)
and ltiraf (2001), were screened in the Un Certain Regard section of the 2002 Cannes Film Festival. The trilogy
concluded with Bekleme Odasi (2003), in which Zeki Demirkubuz also took on the leading role.

He continued his career with Kader (2006), which recounts the prelude to the story in Masumiyet; followed by
Kiskanmak (2009), Yeralti (2012), Bulant (2015), and Kor (2016). His most recent film, Hayat (2023), further
extends his cinematic journey. Retrospectives and screenings of his films have been presented at major
institutions and festivals including the Viennale, the Museum of Fine Arts Boston, the Toronto International
Film Festival, Anthology Film Archives, the University of Michigan, the Film Society of Lincoln Center, the
Cinematek in Brussels, the New Horizons Film Festival, and the Cluj Film Festival.

Through a series of still frames captured across diverse geographies, Zeki Demirkubuz opens a contemplative
space centered on solitude. The works steer clear of dramatic constructs or visual staging, instead pursuing
the quiet intensity of an unfiltered gaze.These photographs are not anchored in narrative but emerge from
the raw directness of solitude itself. They invite viewers into encounters shaped by silence—not through
spoken word, but through moments steeped in emotion.

Unstaged and unstructured, these scenes gain meaning through their relationship to space, emptiness, and
light. Captured across Europe, America, and Asia, they sharpen Demirkubuz’s gaze on solitude. In his framing,
there is no pose—only presence.The introspective stance familiar from Zeki Demirkubuz's cinema finds a new
expression here as a visual language rooted in "non-narration” and an internalized sense of authenticity.
These reflections, suspended in time, offer an intimate threshold for viewers to enter their own dialogue with
solitude.

“The Best Pose is Given in Solitude” presents a selection by Zeki Demirkubuz and curator Ebru Yilmaz, where
simplicity is regarded not merely as an aesthetic choice but as an ethical discipline of seeing, unfolding a

narrative of solitude.

Art On istanbul, 20 Eyliil - 18 Ekim 2025 tarihleri arasinda Piyalepasa'daki mekaninda
Zeki Demirkubuz'un “Hayatta ve Fotografta En lyi Pozu Yalnizlar Verir” baslikli solo
sergisine ev sahipligi yapiyor.

Zeki Demirkubuz (d. 1964, Isparta) istanbul Universitesi iletisim Fakiiltesi'nden mezun oldu. ilk filmi

C Bloku 1994 yilinda yonetti. Ardindan, ilk gosterimleri Venedik Film Festivali'nde yapilan Msumiyet
(1997) ve Ugiincii Sayfa (1999) ile elestirmenlerin ve izleyicilerin dikkatini cekti. Her iki film ulusal ve
uluslararasi 6diiller kazandi. Yonetmenin Karanlik Hikayeler ticlemesinin ilk iki filmi Yazgr (2001) ve itiraf
(2001), 2002 Cannes Film Festivali"nde Un Certain Regard bsliimiinde gosterildi. Uclemenin son filmi
Bekleme Odasi (2003) ise Zeki Demirkubuz'un basroliint tstlendigi bir yapim olarak tamamlandi.

Masumiyet' teki oykiintin 6ncesini anlattigi Kader (2006); ardindan Kiskanmak (2009), Yeralti

(2012), Bulanti (2015) ve Kor (2016) geldi. Son filmi Hayat (2023) ile sinema kariyerine devam etti. Filmleri,
Viennale, Boston Sanat Miizesi, Toronto Film Festivali, Anthology Film Archives, Michigan Universitesi,
Film Society of Lincoln Center, Briiksel Sinemateki, New Horizons Film Festivali ve Cluj Film Festivali gibi
onemli kurumlarda toplu gosterimlerle sunuldu.

Zeki Demirkubuz sabitlenmis karelerle farkli cografyalara yayilmis anlari kullanarak yalnizlik baglaminda
dustinsel bir alan agiyor. Sergide yer alan secki, dramatik yapi ve gorsel yonlendirmelerden uzak durarak,
yalin ve miidahalesiz bir bakisin izini suirliyor. Fotograflar, herhangi bir anlatiya yaslanmadan yalnizhigin
dogrudanhgiyla var oluyor; izleyiciye, soz liretmeyen ama duygu tasiyan bir sessizlikten siiziilen anlarla
karsilasma zemini sunuyor.

Hazirliksiz, bicim verilmemis haller; cevre, bosluk ve isikla kurulan iliskiler; ydnetmenin Avrupa, Amerika,
Asya cografyalarini taradigi karelerle yalnizlik bakigini belirginlestiriyor. Bu bakista poz yok, durus var.
Zeki Demirkubuz'un sinemasindaki ice donik tavir, fotograflarinda “anlatisizlik” olarak yeniden
tanimlanip, icsellestirilmis bir sahicicilik prensibine tutunuyor. Zamanin askiya alindig, akisi var eden
yansimalar; izleyiciyi yalnizlikla bireysel bir sorgu alanina davet ediyor.

“Hayatta ve Fotografta En lyi Pozu Yalnizlar Verir”, Zeki Demirkubuz ve kiiratér Ebru Yilmaz'in yalinhg
estetik bir tercih olmaktan ote, bakisin etik bir disiplini olarak ele aldiklari bir yalnizlik anlatisinin

seckisini sunuyor.
